• The only exceptions to this rule are for-profit ventures who are current 504ward Collaborative Partners and 
the winners of The Idea Village – 504ward Business Competition. 

 
What are the responsibilities of a 504ward Collaborative Partner? 

• Attend 504ward Collaborative Partner Meetings (held every 6 weeks) 

• Serve on ad-hoc 504ward committees when appropriate 

• Promote 504ward and other Collaborative Partners to co-workers, members, etc… 

• Continue the dialogue on how to retain the 23 to 35 year old demographic of New Orleans
